Moses a man who heard from God – Ex 24 -25
Focal Truth: God meets Moses on the mountain of God with instructions for the building of 
          the Tabernacle of God 
Observations: 
1. Moses and the elders of Israel see a vision of the glory of God – 24:9 – 18 
a. Moses and the elders saw a vision of the glory of God – 24:10 
“under His feet there appeared to be a pavement of sapphire, as clear as the sky itself” 
Ezek. 1:26 -28, Heb. 1:3, Rev. 4: 2 -6 
b. Moses and elders saw the glory of God eating & drinking in His presence 
c. Moses is called by God to the mountain for to receive the 10 commandments 
d. Moses experiences the glory of God on the mountain for 40 days and nights 
e. The people saw God’s glory like a consuming fire 
Deut. 4:23 -24 – so watch yourselves that you do not forget the covenant of the Lord your God which He made with you and make for yourselves a graven image in the form of anything against which the Lord your God has commanded you. For the Lord your God is a consuming fire, a jealous God
Deut. 9:3 – know therefore today that it is the Lord your God who is crossing over before you as a consuming fire. He will destroy them and He will subdue them before you, so that you may drive them out and destroy them quickly, just as the Lord has spoken to you
Heb. 12:28 - 29 - therefore since we receive a kingdom which cannot be shaken, let us show gratitude, by which we may offer to God an acceptable service with reverence and awe, for our God is a consuming fire
2. God gives Moses His written word – 24:12 
Ex 31:18 – When he had finished speaking with him upon Mount Sinai, He gave Moses the two tablets of the testimony, tablets of stone, written by the finger of God
3. God speaks to Moses concerning the building of the Sanctuary of God – 25:1 -9 
a. Israel is to collect an offering to build the sanctuary of God 
b. God gives to Moses an exact & detailed pattern for the building of the Lord’s tabernacle 
Sanctuary = sacred place, holy place, sanctuary of the tabernacle 
Acts 7:44 – our fathers had the tabernacle of testimony in the wilderness just as He who spoke to Moses directed him to make it according to the pattern which He had seen
c. God desires to dwell among His people – 25:8 
d. The sacred place was movable because Israel was following God to the land of promise to their fathers

2. Jesus Christ our Lord came to the world & stayed for a short time – tabernacled 	
John 1:14 
	He will soon return again to this world!

Meet God in a private & public place – prayer closet & the church house 
4. God desires for His people to know His purposes – He has given us the Scriptures 
Meet God with your bible in your hand 
5. God desires to be with His people – John 14:3, Matt. 28:20
6. God desires to reveal Himself to His people – John 14:6, 1 John 1:3
7. God is jealous of our relationship with Him – Heb. 12: 25 -29
Live in all your ways to please God – being fruitful, increasing in the knowledge of God

8. The Lord Jesus reveals in His person the knowledge of the glory of God – 2 Cor. 4:6
9. Worship the Lord in spirit & truth – John 4:24 
10. Praise God for the Lord Jesus Christ – our Lord, Savior & redeemer 
Rev. 5:12 – worthy is the lamb that was slain to receive power & riches & wisdom & might & honor & glory and blessing!
To the praise of the glory of His grace – The Lord is near at the door! – Come Lord Jesus!
