Truths that last! – John 8:34 
Focal Truth: Whoever hears, believes & lives on the words of Jesus Christ will know the truth and be set free from sin.
Have you ever thought about the importance of living by the words of Jesus Christ? 
Do you believe that Jesus Christ words are God’s words of truth? 
Did you know that Jesus Christ words of truth give lasting freedom to those who keep them?
Observations: 
1. Whoever continues in the words of Jesus Christ is a true disciple – 8:31
If you continue in My word, then you are truly disciples of Mine, and you will know the truth, and the truth will make your free
a. Jesus spoke these words to those Jews who had believed his words – 8:31 
b. Only those who continue believing the words of Jesus will know the truth – 8:31
“continue” = remain 
c. Only those who live by the words of Jesus will know the truth 
d. The words of Jesus Christ reveal that He is the promised Messiah – 8:12 -14 
e. The words of Jesus Christ call for faith in what he says – 8:8,24 
f. The words of Jesus Christ are the words God the Father gave him to say – 8:28 
2. Whoever continues in the words of Jesus Christ will know the truth & be set free from the slavery of sin – 8:31
If you continue in My word, then you are truly disciples of Mine, and you will know the truth, and the truth will make your free
a. Jesus promises you will know the truth = God, salvation, sin, death, eternal life 
b. Jesus promises that knowing the truth leads to freedom from slavery to lies 
c. Jesus promises that knowing the truth leads to freedom from slavery to sin 
3. Whoever practices sin is a slave to sin – 8:34 
Truly, truly I say to you, everyone who commits sin is the slave of sin 
a. Jesus declares those who commit sin are the slave of sin 
b. Rom. 6: 12 – therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you obey its lusts, do not go on presenting the members of your body to sin as instruments of unrighteousness, but present yourselves to God as those who alive from the dead and your members as instruments of righteousness to God 
c. Rom. 6:17 – but thanks be to God that though you were slaves of sin, you became obedient from the heart to that form of teaching to which you were committed and having been freed from sin, you became slaves of righteousness 
d. Jesus declares that those who continue to sin will die in their sin – 8:24 
unless you believe that I am He, you will die in your sins
1 John 3:9 – no one who is born of God practices sin, because His seed abides in him, and he cannot sin, because he is born of God
4. Whoever Jesus Christ sets free from their sin is free from sin – 8:36
So, if the Son makes you free, you will be free indeed
a. Jesus Christ promises he will set enslaved sinners free from their sin -“if the Son makes you free”
Matt. 9:2 – “your sins are forgiven” 
b. Jesus Christ promises that Jesus Christ freedom from sin is real lasting freedom – “free indeed” = in reality 
Rom. 8:2 – for the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and of death
Things to Remember 
1. Jesus Christ is the source of all truth
2. The Lord Jesus Christ speaks the truth into every situation 
3. A truth encounter with Jesus Christ breaks sin’s control 
4. Truth known is truth lived
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Lie’s bondage is no match for the truth of Jesus Christ that sets one free! 
Daily Use 
1. Hear, believe and live the truths of Jesus Christ! 
2. Bring your sinfulness into the light of the truth of Jesus Christ 
3. Rejoice in the truth of Jesus Christ -  it will set you free. 
Truly, Truly I say to you, everyone who commits sin is the slave of sin
The old hymn says, once I was bound by sin’s galling fetters, chained like a slave I struggled in vain, but I received a glorious freedom, when Jesus broke my fetters in twain. Glorious freedom, wonderful freedom, no more in chains of sin I repine! Jesus the glorious Emancipator, now and forever He shall be mine.
