There is Good from the Bad – Remember Jesus Christ is Risen from the Dead!
Remember Jesus Christ, risen from the dead, descendant of David, according to my gospel, 
(2 Timothy 2:8)  
Focal Truth: Believers must remember at all times that Jesus Christ is risen from the dead.
Luke 23:53-24:7 (Ladies at the tomb/Christ’s resurrection)
*HOW TO REMEMBER JESUS CHRIST IS RISEN FROM THE DEAD*
1. Remember Jesus Christ risen from the dead who abolished the agony of death. 
(Acts 2:23-24) 23 this Man, delivered over by the predetermined plan and foreknowledge of God, you nailed to a cross by the hands of godless men and put Him to death. 24 But God raised Him up again, putting an end to the agony of death, since it was impossible for Him to be held in its power.
· Be ready to live or die as Jesus did in these times and during these days-don’t forget Jesus

2. Remember Jesus Christ risen from the dead who has all authority and power. 
(Acts 2:33) Therefore having been exalted [a]to the right hand of God, and having received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, He has poured forth this which you both see and hear.
· Christ was exalted – He was raised to the highest position (Heb. 1:3, Matt. 28:18)
· We have power in us – believers are given the Holy Spirit 
3.  Remember Jesus Christ risen from the dead who is Lord & Christ forever.            (Acts 2:36) Therefore let all the house of Israel know for certain that God has made Him both Lord and Christ—this Jesus whom you crucified.” 
· Jesus is to have first place in our heart and life (Colossians 1:18)
4. Remember Jesus Christ risen from the dead who is our great High Priest.              (Heb. 4:14-16) 14 Therefore, since we have a great high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession. 15 For we do not have a high priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but One who has been tempted in all things as we are, yet without sin. 16 Therefore let us draw near with confidence to the throne of grace, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need.
· We need to have grace and mercy in this time of need
DAILY USE:
1. If you have been raised with Christ-keep seeking the things above
2. Set your mind on things above-not on things on the earth
3. Your life is hidden in Christ
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
