Moses a man who heard from God – Ex. 6

[bookmark: _GoBack]Focal Truth: Moses experiences the assurance of God in his work 
Observations
1. God assures Moses that He is the promise keeping God – 6:1 – 4
a. God assures Moses that He is going to judge Pharoah for his disobedience – 6:1
b. God encourages Moses to understand who He is 6:2 
I am the Lord – Yahweh 
Yahweh is the self – existent, eternal unchanging One, covenant making & keeping God, eternally faithful God 
	       Ex. 2:14 – God says to Moses, I AM WHO I AM, and He said, thus you shall say to 
	       the sons of Israel, I AM has sent me to you 
c. God reveals that He is the almighty God who makes & keeps His promises – 6:3 -4 
Gen 12:7 – the Lord appeared to Abram & said, to your descendants I will give this land
Gen. 15:18 – on that day the Lord made a covenant with Abram saying, to your descendants I have given this land…
Gen. 17:4 – as for Me, behold My covenant is with you, and you shall be the father of a multitude of nations 
Gen. 26:3 – 4 - to Isaac – sojourn in this land & I will be with you & bless you, for to you & your descendants I will give all these lands & I will establish the oath which I swore to your father Abraham. I will multiply your descendants as the stars of the heaven, and will give your descendants all these lands, and by your descendants all the nations of the earth shall be blessed 
Gen 28:4 – Isaac to Jacob – may He also give you the blessing of Abraham to you & to your descendants with you, that you may possess the land of your sojournings, which God gave to Abraham
Gen. 28:13 – God promise to Jacob – behold, the Lord stood above it and said, I am the Lord, the God of your father Abraham and the God of Isaac, the land on which you lie, I will give it to you and to your descendants
2. God assures Moses that He is the faithful God – 6:5 – 8 
a. God commands Moses to tell the people God is faithful – I AM THE LORD – 6:6 
b. God reveals to Moses His ways of faithfulness – 6: 6 -8 
I will bring you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians 
I will deliver you from their bondage
I will redeem you with an outstretched arm and with great judgments 
I will take you to be My people & I will be your God who brought you our from under the burdens of the Egyptians 
I will bring you to the land which I swore to give to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob 
I will give it to you for your possession
I am the Lord 




3. God commands Moses to speak to Israel & Pharoah in His name – 6:9 – 13
a. Israel does not hear God’s promises because of their despair & bondage – 6:9 
b. God tell Moses to speak to Pharaoh to let His people go – 6:10 -11 
c. Moses complains to God that he cannot speak well enough to persuade Israel & Pharoah to obey God – 6:12
d. God commissions Moses & Aaron to bring Israel out of the land of Egypt – 6:13 
e. Moses & Aaron reminded of their lineage to the promises of God – 6: 14 – 25 
6:26 – I was to the same Aaron & Moses to whom the Lord said, bring out the sons of Israel from the land of Egypt according to their hosts
4. God assures Moses that He is the ever - present God – 6:28 -30
a. God spoke to Moses in the land of Egypt reminding him that He is the ever – present Lord – I am the Lord – 6:28 -29 
b. God reminded Moses tell Pharaoh the whole truth of God – 6:30 
…speak to Pharoah king of Egypt all that I speak to you
c.  Moses continued to complain that he was unskilled in speech – 6:31
Things to Remember 
1. The Lord Jesus Christ is the great I AM! 
a. John 8:58 – Truly, truly, I say to you, before Abraham was born, I am
b. John 6:48 – I am the bread of life  
c. John 8:12 – I am the Light of the world, he who follows Me will not walk in the darkness, but will have the Light of life
d. John 10:7 – truly, truly, I say to you, I am the door of the sheep
e. John 10:11 – I am the good shepherd, the good shepherd lays down His life for the sheep 
f. John 11:25 – I am the resurrection and the life, he who believes in Me will live even if he dies
g. John 14:6 – I am the way, the truth, and the life, no one comes to the Father but through Me
h. John 14:11 – I am in the Father & the Father is in Me
i. John 15:1 – I am the true vine
2. Assurance comes through a relationship with Jesus Christ 
3. Assurance with God leads to obedience to God
